PACK FACT - The Beauty of Bakelite

Bakelite was a major feature in our childhood households. More often than not if a light switch wasn’t actually
brass, it was Bakelite. However, this material was far more integral to the lives of those living in the first half of

the last century.

The material was one of the earliest plastics, developed by Leo Baekeland in 1907 using phenols derived from
coal tar, and formaldehyde. The plastic was very hard, highly mouldable and would not melt or burn once set.

This material is still one of the most versatile, and is currently enjoying a revival based on the nostalgia (or
retro) trend.
